From one ancestor he made all nations to inhabit the whole earth, and he allotted the times of their 
existence and the boundaries of the places where they would live, so that they would search for God 
and perhaps grope for him and find him—though indeed he is not far from each one of us.

Keep your conscience 
clear, so that, when you are maligned, those who abuse you for your good conduct in Christ may be 
put to shame. For it is better to suffer for doing good, if suffering should be God’s will, than to suffer 
for doing evil. For Christ also suffered for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, in order 
to bring you to God.

Resistant, Easy to Grow and Maintain, Fast Growing, 18-24 inches tall. Zinnias seem to 
be a favorite of butterflies, and many gardeners add zinnias specifically to attract them.
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Members of the Campus Ministry Commission have begun reaching out to college students and young adults 
in a new way with a weekly podcast which launched April 13. The purpose of All Things Episcopal is to create 
a platform to talk about our faith and to introduce some basics about the Episcopal Church, including why 
we do some of the things we do that may sometimes be a mystery (or even an obstacle) to those new to our 
denomination.
