Today’s Focal St. John’s Bible Illumination: 
“1 John 4:7-12 Text Treatment”

In addition to illuminations, visual elements, and calligraphy, St. John’s 
Bible also features “special treatments” or (“text treatments”). These are 
portions of the biblical text written in a larger size and decorated with 
gold and color. They call attention to texts used regularly in worship 
or texts treating key biblical themes such as Christlike love. Today’s 
focus highlights the text treatment of 1 John 4:7-12. This was a portion 
of last Sunday’s Epistle Reading and is emphasized today because of its 
continuation of the Gospel Reading’s theme of abiding in God’s love.
