A number of years ago historian Jaroslav Pelikan wrote of the
historical paradox revealed by Christianity’s “collision with
politics, geography, ethnicity, and culture.” The artwork of
Saint John’s Bible supports the reality that each Christian
reflects their own unique times and places. The “Vision of
the New Jerusalem” illumination affirms that amid earthly
particularities our ultimate citizenship is in God’s heavenly
The messages of these texts remind us that as Christ’s city where we are all bound together in Christ’s “politics” of
disciples we are not distinguished by our country, language, self-sacrificing love.
