Lector		  You have not come to something that can be touched, a blazing fire, and darkness, and gloom, and a

(For they could not endure the order that was given, “If even an animal 
touches the mountain, it shall be stoned to death.” Indeed, so terrifying was the sight that Moses said,

Hamilton argues that revelation comes when 
we realize that forgiveness is a gift we give ourselves 
rather than to someone else. He also contends that only 
when we learn to forgive others and ourselves can we 
truly receive forgiveness from God.”
