First Lesson: Genesis 18:1-15, 21:1-7
Lector		  The Lord appeared to Abraham by the oaks of Mamre, as he sat at the entrance of his tent in the heat of 

the day. He looked up and saw three men standing near him. When he saw them, he ran from the tent 
entrance to meet them, and bowed down to the ground. He said, “My lord, if I find favor with you, do 
not pass by your servant. Let a little water be brought, and wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the 
tree. Let me bring a little bread, that you may refresh yourselves, and after that you may pass on—since 
you have come to your servant.” So they said, “Do as you have said.” And Abraham hastened into the 
tent to Sarah, and said, “Make ready quickly three measures of choice flour, knead it, and make cakes.” 
Abraham ran to the herd, and took a calf, tender and good, and gave it to the servant, who hastened to 
prepare it. Then he took curds and milk and the calf that he had prepared, and set it before them; and 
he stood by them under the tree while they ate.

They said to him, “Where is your wife Sarah?” And he said, “There, in the tent.” Then one said, “I will 
surely return to you in due season, and your wife Sarah shall have a son.” And Sarah was listening at the 
tent entrance behind him. Now Abraham and Sarah were old, advanced in age; it had ceased to be with 
Sarah after the manner of women. So Sarah laughed to herself, saying, “After I have grown old, and my 
husband is old, shall I have pleasure?” The Lord said to Abraham, “Why did Sarah laugh, and say, ‘Shall 
I indeed bear a child, now that I am old?’ Is anything too wonderful for the Lord? At the set time I will 
return to you, in due season, and Sarah shall have a son.” But Sarah denied, saying, “I did not laugh”; 
for she was afraid. He said, “Oh yes, you did laugh.”

The Lord dealt with Sarah as he had said, and the Lord did for Sarah as he had promised. Sarah 
conceived and bore Abraham a son in his old age, at the time of which God had spoken to him. 
Abraham gave the name Isaac to his son whom Sarah bore him. And Abraham circumcised his son Isaac 
when he was eight days old, as God had commanded him.

As you go, 
proclaim the good news, ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse 
the lepers, cast out demons. You received without payment; give without payment. Take no gold, or 
silver, or copper in your belts, no bag for your journey, or two tunics, or sandals, or a staff; for laborers 
deserve their food. Whatever town or village you enter, find out who in it is worthy, and stay there until 
you leave. As you enter the house, greet it. If the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it; but if it is 
not worthy, let your peace return to you. If anyone will not welcome you or listen to your words, shake 
off the dust from your feet as you leave that house or town. Truly I tell you, it will be more tolerable for 
the land of Sodom and Gomorrah on the day of judgment than for that town.
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“See, I am sending you out like sheep into the midst of wolves; so be wise as serpents and innocent as 
doves. Beware of them, for they will hand you over to councils and flog you in their synagogues; and 
you will be dragged before governors and kings because of me, as a testimony to them and the Gentiles. 
When they hand you over, do not worry about how you are to speak or what you are to say; for what 
you are to say will be given to you at that time; for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father 
speaking through you. Brother will betray brother to death, and a father his child, and children will rise 
against parents and have them put to death; and you will be hated by all because of my name. But the 
one who endures to the end will be saved. When they persecute you in one town, flee to the next; for 
truly I tell you, you will not have gone through all the towns of Israel before the Son of Man comes.”

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Lectionary readings for the Third Sunday after Pentecost focus 
on covenant identity, divine compassion, unexpected promise 
fulfillment, and God’s call to share in Christ’s healing mission. 
The Genesis text narrates the fulfillment of God’s promise to 
Abraham and Sarah despite their doubts and advanced age. The 
complementary Old Testament reading in Exodus highlights 
covenantal identity and God’s call to be a holy community. The 
Epistle reading emphasizes grace and hope bestowed through 
God’s love not by our own merit. The Gospel reading accentuates 
Jesus’ empowering the disciples to heal and labor in a plentiful 
harvest field. Through the sequence of these lessons, we observe an 
important shift in identity taking place. Beginning as a community that 
is gathered and nurtured by God, the church gains the new identity of a 
people being sent out as instruments of healing and grace.

In The Saint John’s Bible, the ending of the Gospel of Mark features 
an illumination of Monarch butterflies crawling and fluttering across 
the margins. Typically, this image is employed as a theological 
metaphor for the Resurrection. However, it can be equally 
effective for visualizing any transformation of one’s spiritual 
identity, such as those described in today’s lectionary readings. 
The Christian journey of faith includes the continual stripping 
away of unhealthy, false, or distorted identities in order to give 
birth to something new. Each of us begins our faith journey 
with an undeveloped or even false sense of self that has to be 
deconstructed over time. During this process of reshaping, God 
invites us to discover a new self, one progressively imprinted with 
God’s own image.

In today’s illumination we observe three stages of the Monarch 
butterfly — caterpillar, chrysalis (similar to a cocoon), and butterfly. 
Historically, scribes and illuminators used “doodles” and marginalia 
to represent theological concepts. In this instance, artist Chris Tomlin 
used the stages of a Monarch butterfly’s lifespan to depict a 
transformation of spiritual identity.

The inclusion of wildlife such as the Monarch butterfly gives 
recognition to the Benedictine tradition of valuing the natural world 
(Saint John’s Bible is a product of the Benedictine monastic community 
of Saint John’s Abbey in Collegeville, MN). Throughout this Bible, scientific 
imagery, such as strands of DNA or the cosmos, are paired with Scripture to 
show that God’s word and creation exist in harmony. How does this illumination 
for the Monarch butterfly’s life stages help you conceptualize a transformation 
that has occurred in your own spiritual identity?
